l  The Hawai’i Rainbow Warriors host their fourth-consecutive home series to open the season as they welcome 
Pac-12 opponent 

l  The Rainbow Warriors are coming off a four-game sweep of Longwood. Including the win in the finale of the 
Iowa series, UH has won five games in a row - the longest winning streak for the ‘Bows since winning seven in a 
row in 2017. 

l  UH is 13-17 in the all-time series versus Oregon with the last meeting coming in 2015. 

l  Oregon, which is coming off a Tuesday loss to Portland, is 7-3 on the season after going 26-29 a year ago.

l   The ’Bows are in the midst of a 20-game home stand to open the 2019 season. Hawai’i will play a total of 32 
home games at Les Murakami Stadium this season.

l  Hawai‘i is the only school in the conference to bring back two First Team All-Big West performers from the 2018 
selections. Senior shortstop Maaki Yamazaki returns after leading the ’Bows with a .325 batting average last sea-
son, while redshirt junior pitcher Dylan Thomas had a 1.85 ERA last season and was named NCBWA Preseason 
Second Team All-America. 

l  Head Coach Mike Trapasso, now in his 18th season at UH, has 18 returning letterwinners to work with in 2019. 
In addition to Yamazaki and Thomas, Trapasso also has Second Team All-BWC third baseman Ethan Lopez and 
Honorable Mention All-BWC outfielder Adam Fogel back with another year of experience.

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ABOUT THE OREGON SERIES
l  UH is 13-17 in the all-time series versus Oregon dating back to the first meeting in 1978.   
l  The last 24 meetings between the two sides have been at Les Murakami Stadium.
l  The Rainbow Warriors are 7-17 versus the Ducks in games played at Les Murakami Stadium and 12-17 
overall versus Oregon in games played in Honolulu.
l  Oregon has won 14 of the last 15 meetings between the two sides. 
l  The Ducks are making their first trip to Honolulu since 2015.

PITCHING NOTES
l  Making his first career start, Preseason All-American Dylan Thomas struck out a career-high 11 batters in 7.0 
innings versus Longwood, giving up just one unearned run (3/2/19). 
l  Through his first four appearances, freshman Cade Halemanu is yet to give up a run. In 5.0 innings, he has 
yielded three hit and three walks with seven strikeouts. 
l  On the current five-game winning streak, UH pitchers have a 3.52 ERA and are allowing opposing batters to hit 
.208. In the first seven games of the season, UH pitchers posted a 5.34 ERA and allowed a .267 batting average to 
opposing batters. 
l  Freshman Li’i Pontes has excelled out of the bullpen going 8.0 innings in two appearances with nine strikeouts with-
out giving up a run. In his lone start of the season versus Iowa, Pontes went 5.0 innings, giving up four earned runs. 
l  Senior Dominic DeMiero has gone 3.2 innings and 3.1 innings in his first two starts of the season. He has given up 
just one earned run in his two starts on the year. 

HITTING NOTES
l  Through 12 games, UH has been able to pick up late-game runs. The 'Bows are outscoring their opponents 22-9 
in the eighth and ninth innings. 
l  Logan Pouelsen went 5-for-12 (.417) in the Longwood series. Pouelsen raised his average from .167 to .250. He 
tied a career high with three hits in the series finale vs. Longwood. 
l  Daylen Calicdan scored a career-high four runs in UH’s 9-3 win over Longwood on Tuesday. He had never 
scored more than once in a game. 
l  Adam Fogel has at least one hit in five of his last six games hitting 9-for-25 (.360) during the stretch. In his 10 
games this season, Fogel has reached base at least twice in eight of the games. 
l  Scotty Scott raised his average from .276 to .326 thanks to seven hits in 17 official at bats (.412). Scott is currently 
on six-game hitting streak and is 9-for-25 (.360) during the stretch. 
l  Scotty Scott stole three bases versus Longwood on March 2. It is the most for a UH player in a game since the 
2015 season. 
l  Maaki Yamazaki upped his average from .206 to .333 with a breakout performance versus Longwood. The senior 
shortstop went 10-for-17 (.588) with five RBIs and five runs scored in the series. 

CLUTCH GENE
l  Alex Baeza delivered a 10th inning walk-off single in the series finale versus Iowa in an 8-7 win (2/24/19). 
l  It was his second career walk off for UH. 
l  Baeza also hit a game-winning bases clearing double in a 7-6 win over Illinois State (3/16/18) in the 9th. 

FOGEL’S POP
l  Junior Adam Fogel is approaching Hawai’i career home record top 10 list. 
l  With 14 in his career (4 in 2017; 8 in 2018; 2 in 2019), Fogel is four away from tying with Todd Takayosh 
(‘88-91) and Franz Yuen (‘91-94) for 10th in school history with 18.
l  The school record for career home runs in 30 by John Mathias (‘85-89) followed by Kolten Wong (‘09-11) 
in second with 25.

of 195-84 for a 69.9 winning percentage. 
l  Attendance flourished during that stretch, averaging 3,524 for a total attendance 
of 983,261, including 179 sellouts, nearly 65 percent of those games.
